(Summary)

ALL PERSONS WHO WERE PARTICIPANTS IN OR BENEFICIARIES OF THE TXU THRIFT PLAN AT ANY
TIME BETWEEN APRIL 26, 2001 AND OCTOBER 11,2002 (“THE CLASS PERIOD”) AND WHO WERE
INVESTED IN THE COMMON STOCK OF TXU CORP. (“TXU STOCK”) THROUGH THE TXU THRIFT
PLAN (THE “PLAN”) EITHER VIA EMPLOYEE CONTRIBUTIONS OR BY EMPLOYER MATCHING OR
OTHER EMPLOYER CONTRIBUTIONS.

A settlement (the “Settlement”) has been preliminarily approved by the federal court in a
class action lawsuit alleging breaches of fiduciary duties under the Employee Retirement Income
Security Act (‘ERISA”) in connection with the Plan. This Settlement will provide for a payment
of $7.25 million to the Plan (minus Court-approved fees and expenses), which will then be
allocated to the members of the Settlement Class.

If you are a member of the above described Settlement Class you are entitled to receive
an allocation under the Settlement. You do not need to send in a claim or take any other action
unless you object to the Settlement. The United States District Court for the Northern District of
Texas, Dallas Division, authorized this Notice.

THE DISTRICTCOURT WILL HOLD A HEARING ON , 2007
TO DECIDE WHETHER TO APPROVE THE SETTLEMENT.

Who is Included in the Settlement?

If you were a participant or beneficiary of the Plan between April 26, 2001 and October
11, 2002, you are a member of the Settlement Class and are entitled to receive a payment under
the Settlement. The Defendants in the litigation, and their immediate family members and
successors who are not themselves Plan participants are excluded from the Settlement Class.
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
